Michigan

Public School Livraries

The framers of the constitution of
Michigan recognized the fact that good
books were among the cheapest and

most efllcient of educati nu gencies,
‘\ml to this end it w their 0 to se-
care the permanent \aulrhshm\-nl of

ublic school libraries, and subsequent

egislatures have endeavored to furter
those efforts and make the public schoo!
libraries means of usefulness to out
itizens and childre

Notwithstanding 1 this, iLis a de-
plorable fact that in many of our town-
ships no care has been taken the
matter, and not a vestige of a library
can be found. In direct violition of
Law, school officers have been guilty of
culpable neglect in this matter, their
principal excuse being that the  public
septiment in their communities is not
sufliciently enlighted to appreciate the
beneflts of a school library, but this is
no exulse for violating thie plain terms
of the I:

Lnd('r lhc revised law pm\uhl\g rm
librazies (lapter 1, general
laws of 1881), a township library ~m~t
be waintalned in each organized town-
ship as the property of the township,
the duty of thus maintaing & library
being obligatory on the township, and

the board of school inspectors of the

towuship being charged with the care
of the library. Any school district hay-
ing a school census of not less than 100
children may, by a two-thirds vote at
any anuual meeting, establish @
district library. Districts baving less
than 100 children are no longer author-
ized to establish or to maintain libra-
ries. Such districts that bave bad libra-
ries under the old law are now
Thorized to domate or to sell thelr books
to the township board of school inspect-
ors, the same to form a part of the
township library. Officers charged with
the care of libraries are required to re-
port to the superintendent of public in-
struction the condition of livraries and
the use of library moneys, and if in any
instance the reports are not properly
‘made or it appears that the funds have
been utlawfully applied. the offending
township or district forfeitsits share in
the next apportionment of the library
fund, the same to be divided among
such townships and districts as have
complied with the law. In townships,
bowever, where the township boards
(ot boards of school inspectors)
stull determine and report to the
ntendent of public insiruction

that the public will be better served by
using said money for general school
, no such forfeiture shall oc-

cur. While it is true that the town-
ship board may divert the library
moneys to general school purposes for
any year by so determining, and re-
porting to this ofice that such Netion
has been taken, ths obligation on the
part of the township to establish and
o malntuin a library is none the les
