Whea thé (amily landed in Detrolt
Mr. Joues was u young lad of 15 and
the  perifs  aud bardships so well
Know. to the early  settlers of those
times stared him in the face, but with
rexolute lwearts his parents, brother
aud sister and himself put thelr
shoulders to the wheel and by persist-
ent effortand  perseverance through
wany trisls made for themselyes s
home in the wilderness. In 1885 his
mother dled and his father being in
poor health the cares of the family de-
volved upon his shoulders, and he ‘ac- -
cepted the charge without s murmur,
took up the burden put upou him and
fulfilled the trust most faithfully.

He was Joined in the holy bonds of
wudloek to Miss Mary Ann Wright in
1839 and his new found .companion
lived to <hare the comforts whieh the
wealth wiy prosperity consequent te
their frugal aud  industriouy lives
finally brougnt to them ia  their ripe

She was guthered to her
(athers some two years ago, and sleeps
the sleep of the just woman and de
vout christian, .

Mr. Jones chopped and cleared the
land  where the court howse now
stands in Pontiac, He purehuased the
flue residence on Saginaw Nt. some
12years ago, und where he has sinee
lived evjoying the ease and comfort
so richly merited by a long life of
usefulness.

For several years past his health has
been steadily fuiling aud uotwith-
stauding the fact that the very best
edical «kill'was called Into requisi-
tion and every mediciue which money
could purchuse, aud every delioacy
that loving ‘hearts wid bands couid
place before him were constantly at
hisseivices, (he warky of time and
disewse wid upon him day after day
until the sbipreme moment which
must come (6 ux all tinally arrived
and hie passed froni earth to the realing
of that spiritual life “where tI
wicked cease from troubling aud the
weary are at rest.”

In penning this briel sketch, we
feel it our duty to pay aJust tribute to
the living as well as the dead, and in
this'connection we would refer to the
devotiou and  elf-sacrificiug care of
the aged'and infirmi piloneer, by his
foster chuldren, Mr.and Mrs. M. K,
Taber. For the past two  years the
oure of the fecble and nearly helpless
old man bus devolved upon thew, and
mlmuluhly upon the death of Mps.

Jones, they forok their beautiful
howe in Troy and took up their abode
With him that they might better min-
