ORIEVED GRANGERS

WHEAT WORSTED BY WRT WEATHER.

Last week will long be remembered
by our farmer friends as the wet har-
vestweek of '82. Those who were
fortuate enough to secure. their
wheat before Monday of Iast week can
never appreotate the dilemma which
their nelghbors were in who were less
fortunate,

Whenthe raln descended and the
{io0ds fell on Monday we, In common
with the ‘majority who were not
Pposted, took comfort from the fact
that the wheat was about all secured,
but it now appears that of the im-
mense crop of wheat on the unusual-
!y large acreage of Michigan more
than one balf was out In the flelds.
The warm wet days and nights of last
week was just the kind of weather to
damage wheat and the consequence
was that the portiou of the crop not
housed was seriously damaged an.
the great bulk of it was totally rulned,
the molsture causing the graine to
swell, sprout, put forth hundreds of
minute rootlets and In many cases to
&row elough to make the shocks look
green. .

“Grown \ wheat” when it has the
little roots \ among it Is kuown
damaged wheat among dealers and 1s

with good wheat, hut of course at a
low figure. Of course the more roots
the lower the grade any & price in a
cordance, but when the grain puts
forth green shoots it Is generally use-
less, the floury substance being entire-
ly absorbed by the premature growth
rendering the graln fit only for feed
and not very valuable at that.

The farmers of Oakiand county are
heavy losers. Tuking a flying trip
through the rain on Monday of last
week through parts of the townships
of Pontise, Waterford, West Bloom-
feld apd Bloomfleld, we noticed on
the heavier loam and clay lauds the
wheat was nearly all out. In Water-
ford, Harvey Judd had about fifty
acres exppsed to the clements In
shocks or acattered around In the bun-
Jobn W. Leovard his entire crop
of wheat and barley ; J. P, Wyckoff
nearly half ‘of nis wheat. In West
Bloomfield, Tartwell Green has about
seventy acres out and many others,
In Bloomfield, W. C. Jenks mansger
of the Cooper farum about twenty.five
acres, G. 8. Brush twenty acres and in
Royal Oak, William and Alex.
