cause, & large quan'ity of dead flies
were found seattered around, whilst
several other's were stuck to the under-
part of the leaves. It appears that the
leaves of the castor-oil plaut exude an
oil whicli 13 poisonous to all the insect
tribe. IL isuot without interest to
Bave 1t proved that the castor-oil plant,
whicli 13 80 ornamental, can resist the
airof a cafe or other heated room
where the temperature is so variable.
As this plant grows very large, aud is
cultivated in almost all gardens, would
it not be worth while to try a decoction
of these leaves to destroy the blight
and other ivsects which injure our
plauts aud fruit-trees?
