Secure thorough ventilation and
perlecl cleanliness of nurseries, kinder-
gardens, schoolrooms and other places
where children are cared for. Parents
should make it their personal business
t0 secure these in the home and nursery,
and to see that those in charge of the
school, etc., are mindful of these impor-
tact matters. Children are more sub-
ject to diphtheria than adults, and the
disease is more fatal with them; hence
the necessity for theso precautions on
their behalf.
