You boys who have  favorite Carlo
or Nero at homo may like to know
something about the Eskimo dogs; ask
ing what they have to eat, and whethgr,
like your own favorites, they get thi

s a day and soy nomber of inter-
wediato lunches. No doubt you will
think that they really shoald get ever
£0 much more on account of their bard
work in pulling the sledgoe, and in such
a cold country. Yet hard as it ma;
seem, the Eskimo dogs never get fed

than every other day. and
