| First-Class Dairy

Daniel H. Hale, of Rowley, Mass,,
whotook the first premium for dairy
| butter, at the Essex county (Mass.)
| fair last fall, gives the following state:

ment. The butter wasmnde from the
milk of grade Jerseys. The milk is
strained in shallow pano, cool

room, to stand until the nnlmnl heat
escapes. It is then remove
milk room and allowed to stand from
thirty-six to forty-two hours. It is
then skimmed, and the cream put in
the cream jars, care being taken to
thoroughly stir it with each new ad-
dition of cream. When slightly acid
it is churned until the butter reaches
the granular state; then the butter-
ter-milk is drawn off, and a pailful of
weak brine put in thechurn and churn-
!nrn few minutes. en

drawn off and another pailiul of brine
put in n and churne re. When
sufficiently washed, the butter is
taken from the churn before drawing
off the brine, as the small, chees;
particles which sometimes adhere to
the butter are ctter removed
than by first drawing of the brine.
The butter is lhen worked over and
salted, three-fourths of an ounce of
salt to the und, much care_being
taken to removeall the buttermilk. It
is then put in large earthen pans and
placed in a cool cellar until the next
mornmg, whenit is again worked over,
weighed and made into prints, and
again plucsd m ho cellar until the
next ready for market.
Artar o po sil ble, the milk and cream
are kept at about 60 degrees through
the whole operation.
