SAN FRANCISCO, Ot A 13, 08,

Leaving Portland at 4 a.m, Saturday, 1
had 3 hours of daylight in the beautiful and
productive Willamette Valley, scated in the
Pullman *‘Roseburgh, * built for exhibition at
the exposition at New Orleans and the finest
car 1 ever saw, The next moming atg we were
transferred to coaches (6 horses) and conveyed
over the Siskiyon Mts., 20 miles, This gap
will be closed up in a few months by the
completion of the railroad, The ride was
highly interesting but as it was hot and dusty
and the road very rough in places. it became
avery tiresome one, It took us nearly §
hoursto do it and there were five coaches
all comfortably filled,  Outside seats are in
demand and sought for and fairly fought for,
On our coach were two ladies sitting beside -
the driver, while a young gentleman and the  *
writer accupied a higher seat back and  above
them.
