The eause of the fire was not known at
the time, but the next day towards even-
ing as & young man named John Sher,
wood was coming through the woods
Dear Young's, be found a man settin
fireto the leaves and brush. He sc-
costed the man who immediately
tacked him with a knife, and as She
wood threw his left arm up to protect
himseif he received five severs flesh
wounds ou the hand and wrist. His as-
sailant then fled and although dilligent
search was made, 1o trace of him could
be found.
Sherwood found that his wounds were
bleeding at a terrible rate and after
wrapping his hand and arm up in his
coat he hurried as fast as he was able to
the house of W, Young, fr., but upon
approaching the house he became too
weak from the loss of blood to go fur-
ther, but managed o call loud enough to
be heard in the house and assistance was
soon rendered him, and he was taken to
Dr. Holcomb at Southfield Center, who
dressed hus wounds and made him com-
fortable. On Tuesday the wounds broke
out bleeding afresh and nearly resulted
in the patient’s death, but latest advices
say he is 1apidly recovering.

The day after the assult search was
made in the neighborhood, and although
Sheriff Matthews used every endeavor
to clear up the mystery of Sherwood's
misfortune, which so nearly resulted in a

tragedy, his efforts were entirely unsuc-
