A Madrid correspondent of the New
Orleans Times-Democrat gives the fol-
lowing account of an execution in the
Spanish capital:

To-day, at 10 o'clock in the morn-
ing, Alvarez Oliva, the murderer of
Juan Ximones, the notary, was gar-
roted.
