Bio. Lowe had a striking personal
presence, and until recently seemed to
be the; embodiment of robust health,
During his last year at Birmingham,
however, he began to show signs of phy-
sical weakness, and early in the follow-
ing yearfhis case manifested sorne alarm-
ing symptoms. A rest of several months
seemed t0 prove beneficial and be report-
ed for duty ab last session of conference
iu greatly improved health aud apirits.
He was appointed to East ,Tawas, an
important fiold, bufhad scarcely begun
to work before theold symptoms again
manifested themselves in & more slarm-
ing form. By advice of his physician
e resigned his chargo and removed to
the home of his brother at Morenci, At
times he scemed to rally somewhat, but
weeks ago it became apparent  that he
could not recover.
