TOW TO MAKE A LARGE POULTICE.

A flannel bag should be prepared, a
convenient size being twolve iuches by
vight. - This should be closed at three
edges

one inch and a half longer than the
other, and it is convenient also to have
four tapes attached at the points which
form the cornirs when tho bag is clos-
el in order to keep the poultice in
position. Bosides this, another strip
of flannel should be prepared of the
same breadth as tho length of the bag,
and long enough to wrap around it
once or oftoner.  Crushed linseed,
bowl and spoon should then bo got to-
gether, and the spoon and” bowl thor-
oughly heated by méans of bolling
water; the poultice should then be
made with perfectly boiling water, and
rather soft.
