Jemes Gillespio Blaine was born at
Indlan Hill farm, near West Brownville,
Pa., on Jan. 31, 1830. His grandfather
was Col. Ephriam Blaine, one of the
most dashing patriots of the Bevolu-
tionary war. The father of Jimes G.
Blaine was also named Ephraim Blaine,
but bis life was that of a quiet, well-to-
do farmer and for years a justice of the
peace and alyays an honored citizen.
