THE NEW HEBRIDES, <

This is the name of a group of islands in the
Sonth Pacific Ocean  In 1858, Rev. Jobn G
Paton having previously spent 10 years as city
missionary in Glasgow was sent o those is-
lands by the Reformed Presbyterian church of
Scotland. Other missionaries had preceded
him, Williams and Harris landed on Ero-
1830 and were immediately
clubbed to death and their bodies eaten. by the
matives, In 1848 Rev, John Geddie and wife
from Nova Scotia landed on Aneityum and
were fololwed in 1852 by Rev. John Inglis
and wife from Scotland,
Mr, Paton’s destination was the island of
Tanna. Shortly after his arrival a batile was
fought between two tribes and the bodies of
the slain furnished a grand feast lor the con-
querors, In a féw months his wife didd and
with Mr, and Mrs. Mathewson in & distan(part
o the island, he was left alone in the midst of
Mhe most revolting heathenism. His lfe was:
often threatened. At ome time & man rushed "
upon him with an axe, but a friendly chief in
\erposed and saved his life. At another time
as he was at work he was surrounded by &
company of armed men who levelled their
muskets at him and then waited for the signal
to fire, He continued his work without any
manilestation of fear though he admitted that
