Information: Ih Turkesmn op thio
right bank of thp Amou Diara, In a
chain of rocky hills, near the Bokharan
town of Karakl, dre a number of large
caves which, upon examinftion, were
fpund to lead to ha. underground city,
bullt apparently 1bng beforq the £hris-
tlan era. Accordipg to eMgles, nscrip-
tlons and designs jipon the gold and sll-
ver money unearfhed from amons the
ruins, the existenge of the town. dates
back to some twq centuries befor the
birth of Chrlst,

The undergrounjd Bokharan clty 1s
about two versts {ong and Is composed
of an enormous 14byrinth of corsidors,
streets and squires, sirrousded by
houses and other Yuildings two or, three
stories high. The edifices contain all
kinds of domestid utensils, ‘pots, urns,
vases and so forfh.
