He has never wanted to
nood Egypt with English administra-
tors after the manner of France in Tu:
nls. Tunis has only a million and a
halt of peopla, but there are $,000
French civil functionaries, besides a
large number of military officers. Lord
Cromer has always preferred that the

English heads should use Egyptian
bands.  The native sabinet and the
natlve bureaucracy have gone  un-
touched, except to be ‘Improved and

strengthened, but in the shadow behind
every magnificent minlisterial fauteuil

stands the Englishman. who controls
and directs. - This means that our, work
has been done by a minule staft| Ex-
