hes Leen steadily growing of late
years, At the bezinning of the present
century more tobacco was ased per
capita in England than in France, but

gradually and steadily the French per
capita consumption has increased —ow-
ing, some think, to the fact that fon
more than eighty years the sale of to-
Lacco in any form in France has been
a government monopoly the profits
from which have gone toward the re-
duction of taxation and the business ot
which has been greatly stimulated by
legislation. An enormous quantity of
tobacco, amounting in a year to 75,000
totis, is consumed in Germany, and the
Germans, 1t is to be observed, are
ather pipe than cigarette smokers, cut
bacco in Germany being the chief
item of demand. Germany raises about
10 per cent of the tobacco which Its
people use and imports the other 60,
Germgny is the country of pipe smok-
ers, as the United States 18 beyond all
other countries the land of ¢igar smok-
ers. And when the figures of forelgn
countries are compared with those of
the United States the extent of the
American consumption may be judged
regdily. There were collected as rev-
enfe last year by the treasury depart-
meht taxes on tobacco to the amount
of $30,000,000—$12,600,000 -on clgars,
$1,600,000 on cigarettes, $650,000 on
snyff and the balance, $15,250,000, on
smpking and chewing tobacco. The
