A SUNKEN CITY.

In the beautitul harbor of Kingston,
Jamalca, a few fathoms under water,
sleeps the sunken city of Port Royal,
which was destroyed by an earthquake
in 1692 On a cloudless, still day,
when the surface of the sea Is perfect-
ly smooth; the rulns of the phantom
city may be plainly in the depths
of the transparent water.

The splire of the old cathedral 1s the
most prominent object. In the clear
water you can see the fishes lazily
swimming tn and out among the rulned
turrets, more suggestive of owls and
bats than of the finny Inhabltants ot
the gea. Occasionally glimpses can be
had of the'ruins of other buildings—
bylldings which for more than two cen-
turies have kept their ghastly secrets
and will keep them until the end of
time,

Down there, in that peaceful depth,
lie the bones of three thousand men,
women_and children, carried down Into
the sea with their homes on that awful
Juve day In 1692, An earthquake, sud-
denly and without warning, smote the
profligate city of Port Royal, which
sld Into the sea. The waters opendd
and swallowed it up, and there, beneath
the silent waves, was hidden the wick-
edness and debzuchery of a communify
described by historians as belng almogt
without parallel,

After the carthq
rebullt, only to be
ed by fire fn 1702, O
1t was swept Into the sea by a hurrl-
cane. It was once more reconstructed,
but again, in 1815
ashes, and as recently as 1880 it was
visited by another hurricane. Every
disaster was attended by great loss of
lite.

The city of Port Royal was original-

extending out into the sea, which ac-
counts for its strange disappearance
at the time of the earthquake. Like
the house of the foolishman of Biblical
lore, which was bullded upon the sand,
it literally slid Into the water when
the earthquake shock came.

Previous to that fateful 7th day of
June, 1692, Port Royal had been known
as “the finest town In the West Indies,
and the richest spot in the world.” It
was, as it now Is, a British colony, but
there was little either In Its govern-
ment or its customs of British moral-
ity. - We are told that it was a place
of luxurious debauchery; that in thelr
excesses the colonlsts rivaled the prof-
ligates of ancient Rome.

Buccaneering and piracy were rece
ognized Industries. The treasure ships
of Spaln were legitimate prey. The
riches of Mexico and Peru were levied
upon, and the people of Jamalca were
literally rolling in wealth and splendor.
Vice and debauchery held sway, Bac-
chanalian revels which might put to
shame the dwellefs In the Orlent were
of nightly occurrence. There was no
virtue,

And ljke the crack of doom came the
earthquake. The thunder of the ele-
ments sounded in the ears of the heed-
less revelers. The earth opened 1n
great fissures, and closed agaln like
the jaws of a mighty trap. And in
closing it gripped many of its victims
in the middle, leaving their hands
above ground. Then came the awful
sliding, grinding nofse of the city, built
upon its foundations of sand, sank in-
to ‘the caressing embrace of the sea,
which forever closed upon its wicked-
ness and will forever keep its dread
secrets.

The shock came close on to midday.
The alr was hot and sultry. The sky
was without a cloud. A’ great still-
ness seemed to hover over the city, and
then, without warning, the earth trem-
bled. Men and women left thelr
bouses and ran into the streets, only
to meet death in the bowels of earth
or in the hidden recesses of the sea.

In his “Annals of Jamalca,” publish-
ed In 1828, Rev. George Wilson Bridges
quotes from a letter written by one of
the survivors—a rector—two or three
days after the disaster, which f= in
part as follows:

After I had been at church reading,
which I did every day since I was rec-
tor of this place, to keep up some show
of religion, and was gone to a place
hard by the church where the mer-
chants meet, and where the presideat
of the council was, who came into my
company and engaged me to take a
glass of wormwood wine as a whet
before dinner, he belng my very good
friend, I stayed with him, upon which
he lighted a pipe of tobacco, which
he was pretty long in taking, and not
being willing to leave him before it
was out, this determined me from go-
ing to dinner to one Captain Roden's,
whither I was invited, whose house,
upon the first comcussion, sunk lnto

But the lady bug (Novips car-
dinalis) turnedl opt to be one of the
most satisfactory importationy ever
made from the Antipodes, its habit of
preying on the scale that was blight-
Ing fruit trees belng the means of sav-
Ing to this state and Florida their
principal landed Industries.

Now It appears that the little Insect
bas performed a like office for the clt-
rus groves of Portugal. Spe¢imens
sent to Lisbon from this state in 1896
have tal hold of the scale and are
exterminating ft.

On the left rode
‘my glorfous old regiment, the Seven-
teenth lancers, ‘the death and glory
boys." The second was composed of
the Fourth Light dragoons and the
Eighth hussars, the rear being brought
up with the Eleventh hussars. And so
we rode, as Tennyson terms it, ‘into
the jaws of death’ losing nearly balt
our members before we reached our
goal. The first to be killed was Cap-
tain Nolan, whom 1 firmly believe
brought the terrible order. The valley
we charged in was a mile and a half
long. You can just fancy our feelings,
riding at race horse speed and being
mowed dewn In such numbers, I ar-
rived at the Russlan guns unharmed.
The Russians took refuge In a cowardly
way under the limbers of their guns.
It was then we sailed In to avenge our
fallen comrades. It was sword and
lance and British pluck did the rest for
them.

“The Russlan cavalry reformed be-
hind us, trying to cut us off, but they
could not withstand our fury, We
charged through them like a sheet of
paper. A short distance on the road
back I saw my adjutant, Lieutenant
John Chadwick. I made a desperate at-
tempt to save him and just as I reached
him I was wounded in the left side by
a canister shot, from the effects of
which I staggered and lost my officer.
I afterward brought a trumpeter out
alive and bound up his wounds with a
remnant of my own shirt, and we then
staggered back to camp together. The
actual duration of the charge was from
ten minutes past 11 to 11:40 o'clock,
taking about twenty-five minutes in all.
During that twenty-five minutes we
lost 400 men and about the same num-
