and Mother.

Accopding to our agreement in last
whek's ECCEXTRIC we publish nother
cammunication from Tom Hanna, writ-
tep a few weeks after the one ia gur last
isque:

Laxe Bewwerr, N W. T., May 90,96,
Dean Morusm Axp FaTen: —As [ write
I 4m sitting in our tent with Will Benedict
atid Mr. Boyes who 476 also writing. 1am
st working today 0u account of the snow
which is fallipg sad melting as fastas it
falls. We are hero bullding a boat, which
lied a acow, 24 feet long, 5 feet wide
a1/ bottom and 6 fest wide at top to earry
and our goodsdown the lakes and rivers
t0/our destination. We three had to come
 the lake about 10 or 12 miles fo order
to|find suitable timber from whish to get
iamber to build our boat. I wish you both
conld see us now just as we are situated.
Wi read about two men who bullt houses,
©one upon the rock the other upou the sand.
Odr house or tent is certalaly built upon a
rock. We are on the east side of the lake
and our tent or house right upon a rock
aliout 40 or 50 feet above the level of
the water in the lake. To get to our
we have to climb up the rocks
which are not so very steep, although it
mikes one “puff” tacarry a pail full of
water up. In the steepest places we made
sort of steps by removiog pleces of rock,
the rocks belng all more or less broken to
picces. All around pur house, all slong
the side of the mountains extendiog up-
wards, through gul¢hes or ravines to
baight of perbaps 1000 feet is a beautiful
bine grove. consisting mostly of sprucé and
balsam pive.

We are “just about |through sawing the
lumber for the boat. | It will takea little
over 400 fcetto makeit, sawing all the
lumber out by haud. It is very hard work
and made mé think very forcibly of the
days when youand 1, father, used to saw
together about 30 years ago. You have
seen sawmilis but Ithink vou never saw
obe of our kind. It consists of what is
called a pit. built upon 4 or 6 posts about
6 feet high and about 4 or5 feet apart, on
top of tho posts lengthwise are laid string-
ors which are pinned to the posts, then
@cross from stringer w0 st
picces are laid on which are r
laid from ground or rocks to pit, the logs
which-are to be sawed into lumber. One
man stands on the log above, the other
under the pit, then the log must be lined
ou both sides, of course. It is slow work
and takes two good men to saw 100 fect fn

{d—The ice is about all gone out
of the lakeund we will have our boat ready
0 sail ina few days. We expect togo
down the lake on our way wbout June lst.
Now I want to tell you something ‘about
myself so you will not worry about me. I
believe you would not know me if you met
me. Ihave let my hair and whiskers efbw
ever siuce I left home, which is 3 months
and 11days, sothey are quite long and
shaggy Low, besides [ am tanned by the
sun and almost black. I think my health
was never better thau itis now. | work
all the time aud can hardly ecat enough to
satisfy myself. Wo bave good food, lots
of it and well cooked. Will Henedict has
been our cook since we came here and does
first rate, too. We hiave a pretty good line
of food: White wheat flour, buckwheat
flour, beans, rice, oftmeal, dried apples,
dried peaches, dried apricots, dried plums,
split peas, evaporated eggs, condensed
wilk, evaporated onlous, evaporated po-
tatoes, bacon, salc pork, dried beef, coffee,
tes, sugar. salt, maple syrup, ‘marmaiade,
(which Sarah and Anoa made for me),
butzer, catsup, vinegar, sardines, canned
roast beef and cocoa, which is used like tea
aud coffee.  Don't you think we live pretty
well”

loads of goods like aman, but of course
not so large.

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Bullet Proof Shields for the Pro.
tection of Soldneu.

A mmunummux firm in Newark have
shipped one hundred bullet proof shields
for infantrymen to Washington. They
were ordered by the war flepartment
and will be tested in the war with
Spain.

Lieut. Lewis, of the army, iy the invent-
If the shield comes up t his expee-
tations, it will, officers say, work a great
change in military tactics.

A firm in Washington tniv«lmh the
shiclds were consigned is to mount them |
on wheels and other applipnces. The'
shiclds are rectangular, 6x5 fect in size,
and consist of two plates of Harveyized
steel one-eighth inch thick,bolted on bath |
sides of hardwood planking ssven—
cighths of an inch thick. They are to be
mounted on broad woaden wheels, tign-
ing on a wooden axle. To the axle is to
be attached a 20-foot ladder, to be used
for climbing walls and other obstruc-
tious, and also as ameans for pushin |}
the shield forward.

Before shipment the shields were tested
and  found absolutely bullet proof.
Should morc of them be ordered; the
soldiers will be asked to make wheels,
ladder and axle after the models fur-
nished.
