voter and a woman reformer to which
the equal suffragist of either sex de-
lights to point. Pretty, “mnh e:ﬂ-
cated, broad-minded, progress!
is of a healthy egotism that
stands up for its own rights, while it
1s mever forgetful of the rights of oth-
ers. The new Indlan school superin-
tendent is first of all able to amply fill
this important government post. She
-1s an adept educator whose ideals are
88 broad as the broadest. She Is a
Wyoming woman, and is therefore an
advocate of equal suffrage. She s a
practical and theoretical politician who
bas been superintendent 'of instruction
1o her own state.

This enterprising and progressive
‘woman {s just thirty-one years old. She
has lived In Wyoming nearly twelve
years, and her frfluence has been felt
in the politics of the state. It must be
remembered that woman suffrage Is no
bizarre idea In the upland country
Where the brgezes blow fresh and men
are more honest than they are in the
eastern cities and at low elevations; In
Wyoming a woman is regarded as cap-
able of belng as sensible, as wise and
as learned as a man. The idea of
Wwoman’s equality may be sald to be or-
ganic there. That Is why Miss Reel Is
80 widely admired and why she has
50 much influence. That fact, too, ex-
plains why the people of Wyoming
have serlously considered Miss Reel for
governor. Two years ago she had a
grand boom for nomination for gover-
nor of Wyoming. That is to say, her
friends then laid plans for her nomi-

nation during the approaching fall. In
1896 Miss Reel was Ineligible for the
position of governor of Wyoming. The
governor must be at least thirty, and at
that time Miss Reel was only twenty-
nine. She has now the age qualifica-
tion and her friends belleve she has all
the other qualifications as well. But
Miss Reel herself takes a sensible view
of the matter. She disclaims the ablli- |
ty to as ably manage the affairs of a
state as the best' man that Wyoming
can find. She says she does not desire
to be the governor. According to her,
the women of Wyoming, who poll halt
the Vote of the state, by the way, will
be satisfied with one of the six state
offices for some time to come. That
is the office of state superintendent of
education. The aim thus far in Wyo-
ming has been to place the educational
affairs of the state as much as possible
in the hands of women. A woman fs at
the bead of each.of the county systems
and almost all the school principals are
women. Miss Reel says that Wyoming
women will develop. into state affalrs
slowly or rapidly, but that they have |
no desire to force the growth, |
Miss Reel prepared herself for the |
profession of an educator In the schools
of Chicago,,of 8t. Louls and of Boston.
She did no little work In that line in
Chicago before golng west to grow up
with the country. She began her ca-
reer in Cheyenne as a teacher in one
of the public schools there, and her
talent brought her rapldly to the top.
She was promoted first to be superin-
tendent of instruction for Laramie
county—the most important underpos
#on of its kind in the state. Fom four
years she filled that position admirably,
Then she was made state superintend-
ent, and now.she is given the highly
important post of superintendent of In-

of Instruction for Wyoming
Miss Reel has held the ex officio posi-
tlon of secretary of the state board of
charities. The ﬁlﬂl- uf this board are
