When I see so
many of the illustrious golng down un-
der this temptation it makes me think
of the red dragon spoken of in Reve-
lation, with seven heads and ten horns
and seven crowns, drawing a third part
of the stars of heaven down after him.

“Oh,” says
some one, “there’s no need of talking
against bribery by promise or by dol-
lars, because every man has his price.”
1 do not believe it. Even heathenism
and the Dark Ages have furnished
specimeris of incorruptibility. A cadt
of Smyrna bad a cass brought before
hidh ontrial. A man gave him five hun-
dred ducats in bribery. The case came
on. The briber had many witnesses.
The poor man on the other side’
had no witnesses. At the close
of the case the cadl sald:
“This poor man has no witnesses, he
thinks; 1 shall produce In‘his behalf
five hundred witnesses agalnst the
other side.” Then pulling out the bag
of ducats from under the ottoman, he
dashed it down at the feét of the briber,
saying, “I give my decision against
you.” Epaminondas offered a bribe,
said, “I will do this thing if it be right,
and if it be wrong, all your goods ca
not persuade me."
The President of the American Con-
gress during the American Revolution,
General Reed, was offered ten thou-
d gulneas by forelgn commissioners
he would betray his country. He re-
plied: “Gentlemen, I am a very poor
man, but tell your King he is not rich
enough to buy me.” But why go so far,
when you and I, if we move in honor-
able soclety, know men and women
Who by all the forces of earth and hell
could not be bribed. They would no
more be bribed than you would think
of tempting an angel of light to ex-
change heaven for the pit. To offer a
bride is villainy, but it is a very poor
compliment to the man to whom it is
offered.

I have not much faith in those people
