cles of the case demanded. And phys-
ical damage Is not the only result to
be obtained by resisting a “guardia;”
it 1s a far more serious offense than
with us.

During my sojoirn In Manlla, the
American consul at Jthe time being
absent, there entered Into my office
one day a stalwart but seedy {ndivid-
ual, who introduced himaelf as a down
east Yankee sallor of a well-known,
Yankee name, and asked me to get him
a berth on some home-going ship. It
seemed that, having arrived a year be-
fore on a Bath-bullt ship, and after &
four months’ voyage, he had obtained
shore ltberty and started to see the
sights of old Manila, with the assist-
ance of coplous “coplfas” of “vino tin-
to.” Surviving the exhilaration stage
without mishap, he reached that of
drowsiness, and lay down on the grass
by the sidewalk to sleep it off. A
“guardia” came along and shook him
vigorously, whereupon - the sailor re-
signedly started to stretch himself, and
in doing so punched the “guardia” in
the eye. This the latter mistook for re-
sistince and promptly slashed my
maritime friend over the head with his
bolo, afterward marching him oft to
Jall, where he bad served a year's sen-
tence for “resisting a guardia.” He
said he had been very comfortable in
jall, “plenty to eat and nothing to
do, but he thought he'd like to get
back and see -the folks In Bangor."
As luck would have it, the very ship
which had brought him out was again
in the bay, and I soon got him aboard
and sent him off rejoicing.

On another occasion an  English
friend of mine, who had been.a resi-
dent for several months, was, driving
‘his trap through the escolta, or matn
shopping street, at too high a rate of
speed to sult the “guardia” on the
beat, who sprang out and seized the
pony's head. My friend, being of a
choleric temperament, struck the man

the face with his whip, and
then realising the probable  conse-
quences of his hastiness, jumped from
the trap and ran. That night, after
‘hiding all the afternoon, he managed
10 get aboard an English sailing vessel
bound for South Africa, and, rather
than return and face results, he sign-
ed the articles as a common sallor and
safled away next day. The next time
I heard from him he was prospering
in Cape Town.

Except under clrcumstances like the
above, .the “guardlas civiles” of Ma-
nila are invariably courteous and
obliging to foreigners who behave
themselves, and are depended upon for
Joyalty by the Spanish governthent to
& greater extent than any other native
military force. It I am not greatly
mistaken, it was through themn that
word was sent to the officlals of the
