Cultivating Insecta
Insects of various sorts have for
many years been causing agriculturists
and gardeners an immense amount of
trouble. In some seasons the entire
frult or vegetable crop of a locality Is
destroyed by them. So serlous
vhis te of affairs become that ento-
wologlsts are making a speclalty of the
wtudy. of methogds for exterminating
these pests. Among the results of
thelr labors fs the knowledge that
there are certain parasites thET may be
and X
This small fry attach themselves to
the bodies of the larger Insects, and
®oon devour them. The caterplllar es-
peclally la susceptible to destruction
In this way. A number of these In-
sects are Infected with a specles of
fungt employed for this purpose. They
are turned loose upon the trees most
. !Infested by the caterpillars. It re-
quires but a short time for the disea
germs to spread all over the visitors
to that patricular tree. Then the work
of destruction begins. As all living
creatures are known to have enemies
of a parasitic nature, the possibilities
of rellet from many of the most trou-
blesome insects are by no means re-
mote. The only danger is that the ex
. termipators may in some instances
prove more voraclous and difficult to
manage than those from which
originally suffered. Most ‘unfortunate
experiences in this line are recorded
and for this reason it is well to give
heed to that old warning which bids
us bear tho evils we have rather than
1y to those of which wé are fgnorant
Surely a fow inflictions In this line
ought to suffice. One form of parasite
is the tiniest creature, not unlike «
wasp. It Jays its eggs in the bodies of
caterpillars. The eggs hatch, and the
moment the tenant gets strength to eat
the caterpillar begins to shrink and
lose its vitality. Thdse little wasps lit-
erally eat themselves out of house and
home, as they completely devour the
body of the insect in which they are
lodged. So much regret has been ex-
pressed at the destruction of the trees
In our parks that every possible means
has been employed to destroy the in-
sects that prey upon them. One of the
most effective is the gasoline pumping
engine - with which the trees are
sprayed. A solution of London purple,
flour and water Is used. It is sure death
to every form of fnsect life that it
touches. It does not destroy eggs,
and several applications are necessary
durlng the season. The beautitul
bright green of our parks is preserved
In this way, Instead of the brown,
scorched-looking follage that is the.
work, of the voraclous beetle with a
name that is absolutely startling—
Galeruca Xxanthomelaena.
