Uncle Sam Is,Honest.
Washington: All of the talk about
the bad faith shown by our govern-
ment in pressing the Parto Rican cam-
ign during the last few days is abso-
utely without foundation. In addi-
tion to the representatives of the
United States, the persons qualified to
speak for the government of Spain in
this country make an exactly similar
statement, and the dlleged charges of
bad faith ll.(?r,xl the Unitdd States,
attributed to Bremier Sagasta, are dis-
credited as inwentions designed to pre-
judiee the successful progress of thg
present peace movement.  Military
authorities regard Premier Sagasta’s al-
leged statement that peace overtures
operate to stay the course of military
operations, as little shoxt of amazing,
and as directly contrary not only to
the military law of the United States,
but to the whole recognized principles
of international law.
