In the open story of m*ﬂ/mppm.
and In the varfous books and articles
which have been written about these
fslands since (hey sprung Into unex-
pected prominence In the horizon of
natlonal affairs, the Katipunan (er:
roneously spelled Catapunan) soclety 1s
spoken of as belng merely a “strong
polltical organizaplon”—the “strongest
in the Philippines.” In fact. But while
1t most assuredly Is this, its secret
alms, achlevements and potentialities
are such as to secure for it a position
In its own pecullar way second to that
of no organized aggregation of op-
pressed, mutinous and revengeful hu-
manity In the whole wide world
Death ‘was its foundation thought;
death its countersign, its emblem, its
scal, its penalty and its weapon. In
the days when It was first grudgingly
acknowledged by the Spanish rulers of
those long-suffering Malayslan Isi-
ands that
widely extended organization was be-
coming a menacing power of which it
Was necessgry to take serlous account
in all their calculations and plans for
the future, every member of the order
was a legal outcast. He was, In the
estimation of the Spaoish, a modern |
Calin, except that he did not bear the |
protecting mark of God's brand upon
his brow.

Proscribed, hunted and persecuted.
the Katipunans held to their belief
and purposes with a tenacity that bod-
ed fll for thelr oppressors. They held
thelr meetings, performed their rights
and ceremonies, initlated new mem-
beye, lavented new methods of action,
naugurated new movements, lssued |
new orders and enforced them, despite
all the efforts of those in authority to
suppress, disperse and destroy them.

The Katipunars, though visible, are
as elusive and mocking as a wlil-o'-
the-wisp. They appear here and there
as the fancy moves them—like the
ignus fatuus, proving by thelr very
existence the presence of something
nolsome and death-dealing, and leading
thelr 1ll-fated pursuers into trackless
morasses and deep-sunken pits where
no hope of escape or rescue can ever
come.

Under the Spanish rule the spirit of
Tevolt grew strong In every Filipino
breast, the owner of which was not
elther a dotard or a craven. Where a
crust forms over hidden and ever-in-
