A man came
into the offices of the concern with an |
ocehid of unusual appearance.

He knew when starting out
that bis journey might be a wild goose
chase, since the only Information that
could be given to help him in his
search was that the orchid was dis-
covered by a tea planter of a certain
name, living somewhere in Indla, anc
that it probably grew in the neighbor-
hood of his plantation.

Forstermann’s first rebuft was re-
celved at Caleutta. There he applied
to the postoffice authorities for the ad-
dress of the tea planter, but they said '
they had mo time to hunt up the in.
formation he desired. From the post- |
office he went out Into the city, and for |
days wandered almost almlessly up |
and down the streets, trying to think
out a plan of action. He dared not go
