METHODS AT CARRARA.
Famous Marble Ntll Qui
Methods of 3,000 Y * Ago.
Sculptors of overy, country are
agreed that If there s one place on
. earth where modern machinery fs nec
ossary it 18 In the marble quarries at
Carrara, Italy. For 2,000 years marb
has been quarried there, and wuring
all that time only one improvement has
been introduced, the result being that
the men who work there today
practically the same methods that were
in vogue In the' time of the Roman
empérors., Carrara Is situated near the
Bult of Genoa, and Its famous marble
comes from the Apennine mountains,
. the quarries being located between
Carrara and Massa. The industry at-
talned Its greatest prosperity at the /
timo of the Emperor Augustus,yet even
today it gives employment to 6,000
workmen and 1,600 sculptors }and it ia
estimated that of the 15500, persons
who live in the district there dre fow,
if any, who are not supported directly
or indirectly by the quarries. The Mt-
ter cover about 20 square miles, and are
located on the sides of the mountains
generally near the topmost polnts.
