Feeding for Firmness la Butter. . |

In winter, when the cows are eating
fodder, prairie or timothy hay, straw
and corn, the butter is so hiard that it
goes. on tho bread in lumps unless
warmed. The common opinion is that
| the ‘cold weather makes the' butter

{ cause for this hardmess, says H. M.
Cottrell in a bulletin issued by the
Kansas Agricultural College. ~ Cold
! does make butter firm, but thu ex-
treme hardness Is caused by the feed,
as all the feeds mentioned have a ten-
dency to harden butter. In tha early
spring, when the cows first go on
grass, the butter is s6t and what deal- |
ers call “slushy.” After the grass
becomes less watery, the buter is
firmer, -although the weather 1asy be
much warmer than when the cows
| were first turned out. The hardaess of
! the butter s determined by the feed.
An excess of linseed, gluten or soy
bean meals wiil make butter soft, no
matter what the weather may by, while
corn,. Kafir corn and cottonseed meal
harden the butter. Bran has a ten-|
dency to soften butter slightly and
oats to harden it. The roughreus fed
does mot have as strong an Inflaence
on the firmness of the butter us the
grain, but still it has conslderable. Al-

amination we bave fofind a large pro-
portion of the injury is duc to the rav-
ages of this Insect.

| a large amount of material and are now
| making a series of experiments testing
various sprays and mixtures for Its
| suppression and control. Some of our
| large growers have been much alarmed
| on account of the insect's presence, Its
attack has been coufined principally to

Hea Care
‘We are feeding this winter a morn-
Ing mash composed of one part dried
meat by weight, one part middlings,
two parts bran and two - pm. corn
meal. This is fed warm, sayi con-
tributor to Rural New Yorktr Ev-
ery night, we fill the 25-gallon cooker
'Iu: a mixture of cabbage, small pota-
toes and turnips with ample water. We
start a good fire under them, and put
in some big chunks of wood just be-
fore golng to bed. 'In the morning it
is still hot. We use the liquor for
mixing the hen mash, and feed the
solids to the pigs with bran added.
‘This hot liquor suits the hens well. At
noon and night, we feed cracked corn,
and we keep cabbage constantly before
the hens. Just now the weather is
very disagreeable, and the ground 1s
covered wita snow. The houses are
cleaned frequently. We like to keep
the under side of the roosts well
smeared with tar.
