Gen. Brooke Carrylng Out the Prest
dent’s Plans 1o Cuba.

“It Is the sheerest nonsense,” said
Secretary Alger In commenting upon
the published story that the president
himself had countermanded any order
made by Gen. Brooke relative to the
disarmament of the Cuban troops.

The state of the case, In brief, is as
follows: The president canvassed very
thoroughly with Secretary Alger and
Gen. Brooke the best method of se-
curing the disbandment of the Cuban
troops and their re-entry into indus-
trial life. It was decided that a nec-
essary step toward this end was the
surrender of the arms held by the
Cuban soldiers. It was apprehended
that, retalning their arms, some, it
not a large portion, inclined by their
bast predatory existence, would lapse
into brigandage. So the president
himself ordered Gen. Brooke to cause
the arms of the Cuban soldiers to be
delivered up to representatives of the
Unlted States army. With these in-
structions Gen. Brooke has been p:
tlently ‘striving to carry out the presi-
dent’s pla;

It is said at the war department
that should the Cuban -leaders refuse
to accept Gen. Brooke's proffer, wheth-
er it is conditioned upon the surren-
der of arms to United States army of-
ficers or to Cuban mayors, that will
terminate the efforts of the governor-
general to come to a satisfactory ar-
rangement with these leaders. For,
thereupon, Gen, Brooke will proceed
to address himself directly to the Cu-
ban private soldiers. He will have his
agents—United States army officers—
pay off every bona-fide Cuban soldicr
who s willing to comply with the con-
ditions lald down by him, and this will
be done ‘without further reference to
any of the malcontent leaders, who
have 50 long retarded a' settlement.
