tro until their excitement was sub-
dued. If they showed slgns of recov- |
ering thanks weré offered in a meigh-
boring church bat if not the treatment |
was continued until no hope remained.
From the seventh century even to the
present -day luhatics have made pll-
grimages to the shrine of St. Dymph-
na, at Gheel, and here the first colony
for the insane originated "through
slow process of evolution, and stands
to-day as the best representative of |
the community or family system of
