The above illustration represents
the high school building designed for
the board of education of Dowagiac.
It will have a fronfage of 102 feet by
136 feet in depth, two storigs and 12-
foot basement. The exterfor walls
will be of field stone and stock brick,
with trimmings of Bedford cut lime
stone and slate roof.
