Among these
changes Is the assiznment to the Seat-
tle office of the making up of inward
and outward mails for all sallings and
arrivals of mall steamships of the
ports of Seattle, Tacoma, and Vancou-
ver and Victorla, in connection with all
territory north of Canton, in East Asla,
This lucludes all the vessels of the
Great  Northern or Nippon Yusen
Kaisha Company, the Northern Pa
cific Steimship Company. and the
Royal Mall Steamsnip Company, sail-
ing to and from Japan and China, The.
Involves China and coast
pan, Siberia and Korea,
The dutles of the forelgn department
of the Seattle postoffice are particus
larly responsible in the proper nssizn-
ment of mails to the East Aslatic dis-
tributing points.
