Worms In  Tarkers.

From Farmers' Review: In answer
to the frst query of Mr. Pheips, the
powders administered to turkeys for
intestinal worms are not a preventive.
Some worm remedies, likd wrecanui,
may kill the tapeworms and thus cause
their removal, but they are not a pre-
ventive.

Second. To my knowledge very lit-
tle true experimentation has. been
done with wormn remedies upon tor-
keys or fowls of any description, aud
little is known about It

Third. The life history of tape-
worms In turkeys Is not known and

the special secondary host in which
the young tapeworms may spénd the
arval poriion of their cxistence is still
in doubt.

Such s the nature of. parasitic ip
vaslons of fowis and turkeys and such
the intricacies of the Investization
that 1t will be long before any ade-
quate investigation is made, You may
our correspondent that para-
i . may be diminished 1n
number by the care that he takes of

his turkeys. In the first place, the
