National Bank of Dover, N. I,
looted.  Willlam N. Boggs, the cumer.

in the peculation belng, it is said,
200,008, He didn’t run away with the
boodle, .but faced the responsibility
for his crime and was sentenced to
five years' imprisonment. Last week,
after having served three years, he
was pardoned by President Roosevelt.

It is sald that Boggs was a tool of
others. So Is the boy on the street,
enterlng upon a criminal career, the
tool of adepts In crime. So I the
criminal the tool of necessity at times,
or of passion and evil/lnstincts.
