In later years Ci
Oliver, keeper of the light for thirty
or more years was troubled often by
his cows trylng to swim ashore
Guilford. No matter how long the ank-
mals remained on the fsland they in-
variably grew apparently homesick for
the malnland, and in many instances
undertook to swim the four miles.

As has been sald before, there was
no light on the island for 200 years
after white men began to navigate the
waters of Long lIsland sound, and
there were doubtless many unchron-
icled wrecks upon its shore, but thers
Is no way to find out the number or
tkeir character. The present system
of lighting used on the island is the
invention of Augustin Jean Fresnel, a
French physicist, who early in the last
century began to experiment on &
light that would throw its rays long
distances.
