CHEMICAL ALCOHOL IS CHEAP.

New Process Which Decreases Great.
Iy the Cost of Production.

Advices received by the State De
partment at Washivgton from United
States Consul Haynes  at Roucs
France, throw more light on the new
process that has been discovered by
which alechol may be by
chemical synthesis. It is predictea
that the cost of such production can
be reduced to less n 10 cents a gal
lon.  Thus far the cheapest alcohol
produced has cost nearly 20 cents a
gallon. At this price Germany pro
duces quartities of aleohol, potatoes
being used as the vegetable base. By
the French process no vegetable mat
ter s employed. From Carburet of

caleium—a direct combination of car
bon and hydrogen in the clectric arc
aetylene is  obtained.  Sufficient
hydrogen then is added to produc
ethylene, and by combining
with ethylene alcohol s obtained.
While the cost of alcohol by the new
process has not yet been  reduced
much below its cost as produced from
vegetable matter, it is predicted with
confidence by eminent French chem
ists that in the ndar future it may n.-
produced by the new
cost of about half that which i.--rnmny
pays to obtain it from

gives ten quarts of milk morning and
vight, with the inference that this
rate of milk giving is continued the

“pallful” of milk twice

year arourd. But the scales and the
test change all these opinfons. The |
cow that was reported to be giving

about 40 pounds per day is found to
be giving about onethird of that ou
an average. ‘lhe other rate would
have given over 14,000 pounds of milk
per year and cows giving that amount
are not too numerous. The man that
buys cows to put into a dalry is com-
ing to demand a very complete knowl
edge of them. He wants a yearly
knowledge of weight of milk pro-
duced, as well as richness
throughout the milking period. He
will mot, if he Is wise, trust the hired
man’s or any one else’s guess as to
how much milk a cow can give.

Cow Capacity.

In the selection of a mileh cow for |
the farm some attention should be
paid to her capacity to produce milk.
There are on American farms alto- |
| gether too many cows that give only
3,000 or 4,000 pounds of milk per
year. The 6,000 pounds of milk mark
Is a good one to strive for, and if a
man can get together a herd of cows
that can average that amount he is
about sure to make money ont of
them. But this milk should be above
the average in richness, say 4 per cent.
There udeed numerous cows that
give as high as 12000 pounds of milk
per year, but they form but a small

&

per cent of the whole. At the pres
ent time an average of even 6,000
pounds of 1 per cent milk is some

thing to look forward to. It is to be
regretted that in the past there has

not been more method in breeding
up and sclection. Cows have been
retained in the herd without much

regard for their real capabilities, and
ones that have been sent to the butch
er have also been little understood
Some of our best strains as well as |
some of the poorest have gone to the
shambles; and this process continued
year after year has been to the detri-
went of our herds.

Cream for the C!elmery. 7

There are a good many things thai
our creameries will have to do before
they succeed In getting first-class
cream for use in making butter, espe-
clally when the gathered cream sys-
tem is followed. One manager sug
gests that every creamery should fur
nish the Laulers with canvas covers
