Location of Poultry Houses.

The location of the poultry Louse Is
& matter that should recelve more at
tention than It usually does recelve.
Whether a few hens are to be kept
or many, a mistake In this matter is
likely to prove unfortunate. Not long
ago the writer visited a newly estab
lished poultry ranch where the owner
was devoting all his time to the busl-
ness of poultry ralsing. He had built
g00d houses, some of them of the
most expensive kind, and bad con-
structed large yards for his fowls.
But the whole place of several acres
was apparently undrained, and the
soll was heavy In character. After &
rain, the water would be weeks in
draining off, and would remain for a
long time in the open ditches. It was
& wonder how the fowls could keep
healthy in such a place. The owner
reported the loss of a good many
chicks from unrecognized diseases. It
was therefore no surprise to the
writer to learn recently that he had
gone out of tho business. Not far
from that location Is another poultry
farm on similar undrained soil, and
where the disadvantages from this
cause are very great. Poultry houses
should be located on soil that Is dry.
1t heavy, it rhould be moit thoroughly
drained. 1In the case of a poultry es-
tablishment of constderable magnt
tude this means a large expense, but
it 1s an expense that cannot be avold-
ed. Otherwlse, the surroundings will
be damp and so will be the poultry
houses; and damp poultry houses in-
Vvite diseases. When diseases once get
into such places they are dificult to
eliminate. One of our best poultry-
men declares that fallure in the poul-
try business Is more often due to
fiithy poultry houses combined with
dampness than to any other ccuse. A
dry porous soll (so naturally or by
underdraining) controls to a very
Breat extent the amount of molsture
in the poultry houses. Such a loca-
tion should be selected If possible. A
heavy undrained soil prevents the per-
colation through it of the droppings,
and they are retained near the sur-
face. This scon renders the surface
unclean. A sandy soll will absorb
these droppings whenever there are
rains to dissolve them. This is a
matter of prime importance in keep-
ing fowls in a healthy condition.
Where farmers are too busy to give
thelr fowls suitable attention, it is
all the more necessary to select a
naturally favorable location for the
poultry house.

_
In Favor of Sheep. -
Sheep have a way of utilizing by-
products .which no other animals seem
to bave, says a publication of .the
lowa Agricultural College. Of the
four or five hundred different plants
which ‘may be found in any locality,
sheep will eat all but a very small
percentage, while cattle and other
stock will touch only a little over one
half. Even it sheep are turned into
ax ideal pasture they will now and
then nibble at the weeds; extermina-
ticn of the weeds results. When the
graln is harvested and taken from
the fleld the place for the sheep is
in the stubble. bushes, wild
buckwheat and the weeds and grasses
to be found In the fence corners and
fence rows fall victims to them and
furnish fall feed, thereby fulfilling a
twofold purpose for their owners;
that of destroying theso pests and
converting these waste products into
good mutton and wool. The lamb
