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Improving the Breeds.

The breeds thit now exist must
be improved largsly by the common
| tarmer if they ard to be impraved at

all. They are now out of the hands s

of the fanciers and they can therefore
recelve no more| development from
them, except so far as the fanclers
can Induce the geperal public to pur-
chase the high quplity birds they are
producing for bregders. Every breed
was brought to ity present perfection
by selection, and [this process  should
be kept up that the breeds mpay not
deteriorate, but njay continue to im-
prove. There is room for improve- .
ment in every brepd. -If left to them-
selves all breeds fend to deteriorate,
because Inferior Yirds are being con-
stantly  produced, and if used as
breeders they will help the work. of
reversion. It must be remembered
that all that is gdod In the breeds is
artificial. It would take a long time
for some of our breeds to go back td
the primeval form if they were left
alone and kept pure, but it would
take less time if they were allow
to mingle freely with all other kinds
of poultry. In the barnyards of mast
of our farmers there s little: effart
made to keep the fowls from mixing.
