Huw Milk Helps.

Milk as a feed, when combined
with other feeds, bas a very much
larger fecding value than when fed
by itself. It also increases the value
of the otker feed fed. Just how this
Is the sclegtists have not yet worked
cut. Thus an experiment was made
in feeding 100 pounds of skimmilk
to pigs weighing about 125 pounds.
That skimmilk when fed alone made
five pounds of pork. Then 100 pounds
of corn was fed alone and that made
10 pounds of pork. That would in-
dicate that 100 pounds of milk and
100 pounds of corn would make 15
pounds of pork.
