“Stephen G. Grubb was promoted
fn due time to First Lfeutenant, and
in May, 1864, was serviig as ordifance
officer in charge of the immense
quantity of ammunjfion stored at Re-
gaca for use In Sherman’s eampaign
against Atlanta. /One day thg great
pilet of ammupftion was et on fire
by the lightning, and Lieut. Grubb and
Dan R. Andgfson of the First Ken-
tucky Infantry went among the ex-
ploding shells and put the fire out.

“That was a gallant act to remaln
unrecognized by the government
However, that story has been told,
although 1 never heard it until a few
weeks ago. Then It reminded me of
an adventure of anothér Grubb, whith,
while less herole, showed the same
cuality of courage and daring. In
the later months of 1863 Edmund
Grubb, first sergeant, company I, Sec-
ond Penpsylvania calvary, and his
clum, “My" Southwick, were at thelr
homes in Crawford county, Pennsyl-
vania, on veteran furlough.

“They had been ordered fo take the
train at Meadville for return to the
