The, entrance for the chickens is on
the opposite end from the door. The
orifice {s made of a tin ofl can about
9% Inches sq; nd 14 inches long.
You can get this at any paint shop.
Cut out the ends and cut a hole in the
house the size of the can. One end of
the can should be cut diagonally from
corner to carner, and each piece bent
back at right angles to the can to rail
to the wall on the Inside of house.
Let the entire length of the can pro-
Ject outside. The entrance should be
about three inches above the floor.

On the outcide right opposite the
entrance and about four feet away, set
a round post, the top of whick should
be two Inches lower than the en-
trance. On the post put a onegal
lon milk pan (an old one will do); put
it upside down and nall fast.

From this lay a boara of proper
length and as wide as will go in the
end of the can. Nail bozrd down to
the post on top of the pan. In front
of entrance and inside building sct a
board two feet long, 14 inches avide,
about 13 Inches from entrance. Then
take another board of same size and
lay on top, nalling one edge to the
wall and the other on top of the edge
of the other board. This Is to prevent
the wind from blowing in.

A good many people do not know
that wild turkeys are still In existerce
in various parts of the country and
that thelr existence In the wild state
has a direct bearing on our poultry
industry because of the crosses that
are frequently made between them
and the domesticated varleties. It
might be well If the state governments |
would take measures to keep the wild
turkey from extinction. Domestication
has its advantages, but it also has its
dvantages.

Wild turkeys have a vigor that the
general run of domesticated turkeys
do not This Is due to their
1d life in the open air and their con-
stant dependence on the food they
have to hunt or is due to the fact that
m blllla for the mastery among the
birds still goes on among them
u of old. Thus many a male turkey
is killed by bis stronger and more vig-
orous rivals. Doubtless this has an
important bearing In keeping up the
vigor of the stock.

It been lmlnd that by capturing
a wild male and mating him with tame
temales of the Bronze variety progeny
of exceptional vigor is produced. If
we permit the wild turkey to be put
out of existence there will be an end
to this improvement In vigor unless
breeders are able to put more science
into their breeding operations than
they have been able to do up to the
present time.

It might be a good idea where the
wild birds are In proximity to the do-
mesticated turkey flock to let the
males fight It out. This' has ‘been
done sometimes with the result that
the domesticatéd male has given up
the ghost and the other has taken pos-
session of flock.

Now and Then the nest of the wila
turkey hen is found in the woods and
the eggs taken to the hennery to be
hatched. ‘The poults that come from
such eggs are healthier and bardier
than those from eggs of the domest-
cated hen; but care has to be taken to
prevent the young birds from resum.

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FRANCES WILLARD'S LIFE WORK.
All Her Efforts Tended in Direction of
Human Justice.

The statue of Frances E. Willard,
which Dlinois has placed in statuary
hall at Washir.gton, has been unveiles
Miss Willard will stand there in mar
the only woman among a' multi-

ble,
tude of soldiers and statesmen. The
women of the etate petitioned the leg-

Islature years ago to recognize her as
a historical character deserving a
place in statuary hall and it consented.

Miss Willard displayed her greatest
powars In the work of organizing wom-
en and men for the accomplishment of
moral purposes. She was a reformer
of almost every imaginable kind. The
Woman's Christian Temperance Unlon
was devoted primarily to the extinc-
tion of the lignor traffic. But it went
far beyoud the limits of this original
intention. Miss Willard’s mind wa;
as broad as the nceds cf misery. Un-
ter her leadership the Woman's Chris-
ian Temperance Union bad innumer-
able departments which illustrated the
variety of Miss Willard's interests.

There was a health and heredity de-
partment. There was a physical cul-
ture department. There were school
savings bank, police station,\Sabbath
observance and purity depaftments.
There was a department for the es-
tablishment of international peace and
one for the. establishment of female
suffrage. Yet Miss Willard could
bardly be called a philosopher in the
sense in which Margaret Fuller or
George Eliot was a philosopber. She
called herself, to be sure, a Christian
soctalist, and her opinions on the-labor
and capital controversy are still large-
Iy and prominently quoted In socialist |
newspapers and magazines. But even'
in her Christian soclalism she ex-
pressed merely the longings of her
soul for human justice or what seemed
to her buman justice. She had noth-
ing that could be called a philosophy
In economics any more than In poli-
tics. She was the Christian consclence
of the America of the last part of the
nineteenth century operating through
a genius for organization toward the
accomplishment of certain specific re-
forms. ‘In that capacity she was a dis-
tinctive type In American lifel—Chi-
cago Tribune.

Soclalism in Japan.

Japan has had more or less experi-
ence with soclalism since 1882. In
that year a Japanese of the pame of
Tarul attempted to organize a social-
ist party in Japan. Ten years later
the “eastern liberal” party, which
marifested an interest in labor prob-
lems, was founded. But these early
attempts at soclalistic organization
were of little Importance.  Japan
formed a socialist association in 1900,
taking as its model the English Fa-
bian society. This assoclation founded
