Al traffic is suspend-
ed; raflroads cannot haul passengers
for local points out of New Orleans
dirt roads are guarded by armed coy
stables; the feeble and sick are left fo
take care of themselves the best ghey
can.

In such epldemlcs the percenfage of
deaths due ot other causes tHan yel-
low fever is infinitely greatgr than if
every door in Néw Ory/ann were
thrown open and every fellow fever
suspect invited to walk Anside and sit
awhile.

The fever Itself, tg be sure, is not
harmless. But it /may be rendered
nearly so by clegh surroundings. In
Sagua la Grande, Cuba, a superintend
