In your last issue
occurred an article entitled ‘‘Insulting
charges’’ evidently writtenby a “‘wet’”
that comes 80 far from being argument
or logic and is so full of misstateménts
that it searcely needs an answer, yet
we will call attention to some of its
statements.

This is true
from the very nature of their business.
The goods they sell make their custo-
mers irresponsible and law breaking,
forgetful of the claims of law as well
as of- their duties to their families.
The more so called decency and better
regulation thrown about the saloon in-
creases the temptation to young men
and prepares the modern drinker for
the dive.
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Now comes the United States (en
sus Bureau. with its amazing evidance
that in Malne 20.2 per cent lof all the
divorces granted from 1897 to 1906
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anted In this period were for drunk-
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'Those physiclans wlo have made
an especial sudy of tuberculosis: say
with one accord, that whisky drimking
is a great ald to the dvtrl(mmhnl of
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more convictions during the last year
of its existence than ever before.

Maine is'the only state in| the union
that has more depositors in the sawing
banks than it has voters. In the num-
ber of weople who own their own |
homes free from debt Maine | leads the
world. In New York 17 out of every
100 own their homes, in Massachusetts
18, in Connecticut 19 and in Maine 49,
a record that cannot b found any-
where \ in the world where the saloon
exists, Maine’s natural respurses are
very limited, haying practically the
poorest soil of any state in the union,
her timber is practically gong and yet
without the saloon to rob her laboring
classes they own their farms and homes
and put their earnings in the savings
banks beyond any other state in the
union. In the scarcity of crime, insan-
ity and pauperism she leads all the
states of her section. Off the 9,350
murders in 1906 in the United States,
Maine only furnished three, Maine
may not be able to pay the highest
price to ler schpol teachers still she

employs viore teachers in proportion
to her population than any state in the
union.  After Maine had had prohibi-
tion on her statute books for 40 years
she incorporated that principle in her
constitution by a majority of over 47,-
000 The longer she has had prohibi-
tion, the better she has been satisfied
with it. The same will be trye in Oak-
land county.
