The new parcels post law seems to
have- opened a new field, as it has
been reported to the state game ‘war-
den and the postal-authoritieg, that
partridges are being shipped out ol
Michigan by Wisconsin aud Ilinols
pot ‘huntesd through the medinm of
the parcels post’ It is claimed that
“he breasts of the partridges are re-
moved, wrapped in. oil paper and
placed in a package, gencrally the size
of a shoe box, Then the hunter pur-
chases parcel post stamps and afix
ing the required number on the pack-
age, drops it in the postoffice.. He is
not required to sign his namé and un-
less the contraband game is appre-
hended at the other end of the line,
there is little chan, of capturing the
pot hunter. It is said that many furns
and skins were shipped out of Michl-
gan in this manner last winter, and it
became known that the govermment
authorities are making a thorough in-
vestigation and prosecutions may re-
sult. :

No amefidment to the game laws
passed by . the legislature in recent
years has caused the state game- war-
dens department as much worry as
the section of the present statute
which provides that the presence of a
dog in the woods, hunting camp. log-
ging camp, or club house during the
deer hunting season shall be prima
facie evideffce of .its unlawful use.
State Game Warden,Oatgs says that
there s no truth in the statement
that dogs found In the woods will be
shot by deputies, unless they are run-
ning deer, but the anfmals will be
taken and héld' as evidence .against
their owners. 3

“In order to curb the abuses arising
from dogs running deer in the country
where deer are (o be found, it Is my,
understunding that the legislature in
tended that no dogs of any kind
should be permitted Ih the woods,
hunting camp, logging camp or club
house from November 10 to the end
of the deer season Nyvember 30. both
dates inclusive,” sald Warden Oates.

“In the interest of conserving the
deer and prohibiting dogs from run-
ning them, it seems to me that the law
should be strictly enforced as the leg-
tslature, intended. Fhe reference made
in' some quarters .ta the effect that
dogs found .in hunting camps, - etc.,
will be shot on sight during the hunt-
ing season, s in error. Dogs so fouyd
will be seized and condemned by due
process of law. Dogs pursuing of fol-
lowing upon the tracks of a degt are;
under the statute, a public ngisance
and may be killed by any pergon with-
out crimival-or civil Jabiiity.
