ADDITION TO THE
STATE LIBRARY. *

[By Gurd M. Hayes.]
Lansing, Mich.—“Municipal govern-
ments must come to look upon typhoid
fever epidemics, tuberculosis, feeble-
mindednegs and physical incapacity
with as mpuch seriousness as they
would a ¢onflagration, a flood or an
earthquake,”. declared Robert L. Dix-
on, secrefaryl of the state board of
bealth. “Unnecessary deaths of
human infants should appeal to the
governing badies of Michigan with at
least as mu%g emphasis us the poss|

bility of the [loss of even Infant com-
wercial {hdubtries. A single fire loss
for which a cfty is unprepared is suf-
ficlent argument for augmenting, at
large expense, if need be, the munl-
:ipal firefighting apparatus.  How
many lives are necessary to equal the
value of a buginefs block? The trou-
ble is not that too much money is
appropriated for police and fire pro-
tection in umy of the citius of Michi
gan. but not enough Is appropriated
for health protection. Our health of
ficers are underpaid and are handi
capped in their efforts by lack of
funds for negessities.

“Not a vlllgge or city in the state is
maintaining a health department with
out stinted money means. Every city
of 20,000 population and over could

| well afford td maintain a full time
and well paid health offcer.  The
great trouble is that our state, cities

and villages are financing health de-
gartments in Fatio to the old and nar
cow principle that public health work
sonsists only lin quarantine, reporting
and fumigating. As the true princi-
olés have developed, the means for
rarrying them out have not been forth
soming.

“Responsibilities have increased, but
neans of meeting these responsibili
ties have not imcreased: the public
sealth services of this state are be-
g maintained on the basis of a
sheap industry. Not only should our
cealth officers receive salaries com-
{ mensurate with their duties and op-
| portunities, but they should be given
| greater leeway in the expenditure of
‘he public tremsury.

“Every county in the state, with

+ county health officer—a competent
man who would give his whole time
to the health fnterests on the county;
who would assist local health officers
