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Of the diseases carried to stock by
dogs, the’ footand-mouth disease is
probably of the greatest interest at
this time. In this cage: the dog acts
as 8 mechanical carrler of infection.
Tha ddg which runs across an infect-
ed farm easily may carry in the dirt
on his feet the| virus of this most con-
taglous of anfmal diseases to other
farms and thus sprepd the disease
to the neighboring herfls. In infected
localities it 1§ absolutely essential,
therefore, to keep all dogs chained
and never to allow then off the farm
excapt on leash.
There are, however, many other
maladies In the spread of which the
dog [takes an active part. In Bulléttn
260 of the degartment, “The Dog as
a Carrler of Parasites and Disease,” it
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ringworm, favis, double-pored tape-
worm, roundworm and tongue worm
are often conveyed to hyman belngs fn
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that|the dog helps fleag and ticks in
trangmitting bubonic plague or the
deadly spotted fever.
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
