Detalled {nstructions for the
disintection of both the cow and the
bull are contained in Circular 218 of
the bureau of animal Industry.
Neglect Precautions.

Many herd owners fall to observe
these precautions because they do uot
realize that the infection 18 prosent in
thelr herds. The disease is insidlous,
it usually requires a long tima to 'de-
velop, does not reveal itself by widrn-
ing sympgoms, and does not, indded,
appear t¥ affect In any way the gen-
eral health of the unimal. In conse-
quence, It is quite likely that the fn-
fection will have spread throughout
the herd before the owner Is aware of
There are, It 13 true, cgr-
taln tests which can’ be emplayed to
ascertaln the prysenca of the infectic,
but from a practical gtandpoint thege
drawbaicks.
