YING within a.ride of one hour

I and a half from the centpr of

the city. of Chicagois a natural

wonderland, which bas attract-
ed the keen interest of scientists the
world over. Yet it'Is nod likely that
ome out of a thousand Chicago people
ever visits It—much less Is acquainted
with the marvels which it presents.

Whea the International Association
of.Plant Geographers held their meet-
ing In Chicago years ago its memibers

several

who were familiar with most parts of
the world—were asked what features
they specially wished to see In' the
United States. Every one of them io-
cluded In his Iist of four or five locali-
ties the sand dunes about the southern
end of Lake Michigan. ,They shared
honors with the Grand Canyon of the
Célorado and Niagara Falls as the lead-
Ing attractions of the country In the
minds of the visiting sclentists.

Lately earnest efforts have been
made to induce Indiana to pirchase the
dunes tract. and make of’i -a. state
park. It has also been suggested that
the federnl government acquire it and
set it nxide as a national patk.

Wonderful Wild Flowers.

The first thing which makes ttve san
dunes country unique In America I8 the
great number of rure wild flowers
which grow there and néwhere else
within hundreds of miles of Chicago.
Perhaps in no other single place are to
be, found all the thousand varieties of
plant life which are native to|the
dunes. ;e

Here, for Instance, one Is startled to
see the cactus—typlcal of the western
deserts—growing In profusior. Here
also the trafling arbutus, usuAlly found
only much farther north, blooms In all
Its glory. In the dune woods are to be
foud fen-or a dozen varletles of oc-
chids; the flowers of which are strange-
ly bdutiful. One must go hundreds.of
miles from Chicago to find in any other
locality such a display of orclilds.

In the spring the more wooded dunes
are carpeted with ten or more different
kinds of violets and in the early fall
the fringed gentian—almost extinct
elsewhere about Chicago—blooms In
great abundance on the sloping sldes
of the dunes. This Is but to mention
the first half dozen of the more than
thousand varieties of plart life which
make the dunes with thelr intervening
marshes and sloughs they greatest at-
traction within many miles of Chicago
to lovers of wild flowers.

From year to
year the dunes creep and crawl under
the Influence of the winds. New dup
are created, old dunes swept awany
where a dune has been conquered by
plants and trees and has stood the
same for years the shifting sands may
start an Invasion and pile a new dune
on top of the old. To all these con-
stantly shifting condittons the trees
and plants as constantly fight to accom-
modate themselv ‘

SOWS’ BEDDING OF
GREAT IMPORTANCE

No Reason for Deep Layer in
Farrowing Pen During Mild
Weather of Autumn.

There Is no reagon for a deep layer
of bedding over the floor of a farrow-
Large sows |
especlally are more llable to lle on
thelr pigs If the bedding Is thick. A
lighter and more fctive sow can wade
around better without walking on the
little ones, but even In her case there |
is more cisk of loging pigs when much |
bedding is used than there Is when lit- |
tle Is used.

Of course afresh supply of clean, ‘
dry bedding Just before farrowing time |
is important in furnishing clean and |
| wholesome surroundings for the pigs
| when they are very young—starts them
off in good health—but the quantity
| need not be great. Cleanliness is the
{mportant thing. This is no time in &
Pig's life to make him rough it.

The guard rail around all sides of
the pen s anotheér matter we cannot
afford to forget. A convenlent guard
rail is one fastened to the wall with |
hinges so It will swing up out of the
way when not needed.
