Roofs of Small Homes in Palestine
Are Devoted to Many Purposes,
Including Quarters for Stook.

Housetops play a very important
part in village life n Pylestne, write

Rev. C.T. Wilson In “Pleasant Life tn
the Holy Land.” In the hilly districts
the one-storied rooms are often built
back to the side of the knoll, or hill
on which the village stands; or where
it is in a valley, a perpendicular roc
surface will vecastonally be utitized
as one of the wulls, and the roof will
‘thus be on.a with the ‘street
above. Where such a village ix depend-
ent on the rain- for its water supply
the roof will he made flush with the

roadway, In order to get a greater area
from which to collect the water for
| the cistern below. When thix is done,
it Is often Impossible to tell from
above where the street ends and the
roof begins. '

The roofs, although really’ domed.

are not unfrequently afterward leveled
up so as to make them quite flat, or
sloping slightly to one corner to throw
off the rain more -easlly. They are
put to an infinite varlety of use
in a village built on the side of a par-
ticularly steep valley, where It was al-
most impossible to find a flat space. |
have seen a_hovsetop used as thresh-
ing floor.
