Pershing’s Brief  Dispatch Merely
States That Men Were Cut

Washington—American troops cap-

tu x;’?’n‘e’mm.n- in the trench

November 3 probably were trap-

in their dugouts and forced to sur-

render ‘or be blown to pleces with

hand granades without a chance for
their lives.

This s the only explanation which
occurs to army officers lacking any
detalls of the fight.

General Pershing’s briet report mere-
Iy stated that the German artillery
had dropped a heavy barrage fire about
a- sector of the trench, cutting the
men off from help, killing three,
wounding five and capturing 12.

The fact that one wounded German
was captured, however, indicated that
the trench had been reoccupled by the
American forces.

Trench Was Advance Post.

Presumably the American trench
raided was an advance post. With
only about 20 men In it, it could not
have had a front of more than 50 or
60 feet. Possibly it was the head of a
sap driven out Into No-Man's Land
at right angles with the general trench
line, to be used as a listening and ob-
servation post.

First announcement of the capture
of “North Americans” was made by
Berlin Saturday. It was stated a “re-
connoitering party” brought them . in
from a point on the Rhine-Marne canal.
This would indicate that Pershing's
men are on one of the main roads to
Lorraine, where the Germans ad-
vanced in 1914 and where, early in the
war, some of the flercest fighting of
the period took place. For two years
the sector has been quiet.

Germans Now Know U. 8. Is Fighting.

The principal point, war department
officlals say, is that all Germany now
knows Americans are in the front line
trenches—a fact that Germany has
been trying to keep secret. The Ger-
man attitude s indicated by ker suc-
cinct statement that “North Americas™
were prisoners, not specifying that
they were the first captures of Persh-
ing’s men

The war department s taking steps
to assure that future reports on en
gagements in which Americans figure
reach this country from American
headquarters first—not by way of offi-
cial communiques from Berlin.

PLAN FOR FUTURE BEAUTY

By LIMA R. ROSE.

We who grow plants in our roomy
| @0 0 for the beauty of thelr follage,
flowers, or both, and get the pleasure
from them to just the degree that we
can bring them to their utmost perfec-
tion. To attatn this, (with plants of
any kind) one must know thelr char-
acteristics and requirements and con-
sider whether available conditions in
the home are adapted to the plants
desired.

If a plant standing In the open beds,
or In sunuy southern windows 18 muk-
Ing a grand showing of flowers, or
brilllantly colored follage do not get
one like It expecting the same results
uniegs it can have similar conditions.
The same results cannot be yecured if
the plant Is put toto a shaded or north-
ern window.

On the other hand primulas and oth-
er plants that produce perfect flowers
in cool, semli-shaded’ rooms will not
prove satlxfactory in a place adap
to those needing more troplcal condi
tions. The plant-lover who expects to
have all sorts of plants grow and bloom
In the same window will certainly be
found wondering why some of them do
not come up to expectation.

Even the texture of the follage needs
to be taken Into considerution for
rough-leaved plants, that are Injured
by frequent washings have no chance
to develop beautiful follage In a room
where furniture needs dusting every

ny.

Space 1s another factor that makes
for satisfactory  window-gardening,
for certaluly halt a dozen plants de
veloped to perfect form and good size
are vastly more beautiful than twice
that number of deformed speclmens
crowded into the space.
